A total of 21 adults, 19 children, and 13 staff members were able to safely arrive at Ameku

childcare hours, we will use the following routes:

During the recent walk, many participants pushed strollers because there were many infants
and toddlers. However, in the event of a real earthquake or tsunami, roads and sidewalks may be
damaged, and evacuation may need to be done while carrying children.

Please help your child practice walking regularly so that children who are able to walk can

evacuate on foot when necessary. As our nursery is located in an area where evacuation may need to be

carried out quickly, we kindly ask parents to pick up their children promptly after work on a regular basis.
